Drop off and collection: 

 

Please support our school by adhering to the following procedures: 
 

• Staggered drop off and collection times based on class   

• 1-way directional system  

• An adult will be at the main gate entrance welcoming the children and supporting 

with the direction of movement.   

• One adult per family will accompany their child – unfortunately, no parent or carer 

will be able to enter the building 

• There is an expectation that no child or adult should gather on the school site at any 

time    

• Children will enter their classrooms via their external classroom door and will 

immediately wash their hands or use hand sanitizer.    

• 3 drop off and collection times 

• For collection, the gates will be open at 14:55. Parents are asked not to arrive before 

14:55 as this would result in congestion. Please queue responsibly whilst your child is 

dismissed to you. 

• Siblings to be dropped off/collected at earliest time 

• To support the safe environment, parents must adhere to the collection and drop off
